To start with, I will be donating the batting, providing the labels & longarm quilting services.   
2. Donating a quilt or pieced top.  

a. QOV size requirements:  at least 50 x 60 inches and no larger than 72 x 82 inches (54 x 67 inches is considered to be the ‘ideal’ size).

b. Fabric requirements:  The Most Important Part of your QOV is the fabric you use to piece the top and the fabric used as the backing!  Select fabric that is 100% cotton fabric, high thread count and of good quality.

c. Patterns:  Here’s a few really good sites w/free patterns

d. Basic patterns/colors/motifs: Any classic quilt pattern will work for a Quilt of Valor.  Patriotic themes are loved by and large.  BUT...be advised that not all recipients want Red, White, Blue, patriotic.  And, remember that 10% of our military are women.   What none of the recipients want are fabrics which are inappropriate...such as juvenile fabrics intended for children. Fabric should be free of pet hair, smoke and scented laundry products. Muslin, clothing and glitter fabrics are not appropriate.
3. Donating fabric:  All cottons please, and in soft, cuddly fabrics that you would love to curl up in.  What do we need & how much?  

a. 2 yds of a focus fabric

b. 2 yds of a contrasting fabric

c. ½ yd of light fabric

d. Backing fabrics – between 4 & 8 yds  (smallest quilts need 4 yds, while the largest quilts need almost 8 yds).
4. We will also accept monetary donations.  Cash donations are appreciated and can be used to purchase fabric, batting and other necessary supplies. ONE HUNDRED PERCENT (100%) of all donations go to buying products to produce the quilts, or to ship them.  Make checks out to Roseanne Terrill, Quilts of Valor.
